	Entry requirements: 
	University
You'll usually need a degree or postgraduate qualification in environmental science, environmental studies or environmental sustainability.
You might also be able to take a related subject like:
· biology
· chemistry
· geoscience
· ecology
· agricultural science

Entry requirements
You'll usually need:
· 3 A levels, or equivalent, for a degree
· A degree in a relevant subject for postgraduate study

Apprenticeship
You could start by doing an Environmental Practitioner Level 6 Degree Apprenticeship.
This can take up to 5 years to complete.
Entry requirements
You'll usually need:
· 4 or 5 GCSEs at grades 9 to 4 and A levels, or equivalent, for a degree apprenticeship
