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Message from Parents and Carers

Thank you for your continued support in getting all students back into school
safely over the past fortnight. All of us are committed to providing the best
education possible for your child, while securing the health and safety of our
whole school community. An important reminder for you NOT to send your
son / daughter into school if they show any of the well documented
symptoms of Covid-19.
The atmosphere in school is excellent. On our metrics, ‘achievements’
remain high at 4200 records made — the same as last year, and the number
of behaviour points accumulated so far this term has dropped from 887 last
year to 184 this year - a noteworthy improvement. It would also be useful to
share some general points with you:

The school remains fully open for all year groups. Students
who are admitted from 7:15am to 8:30am are ‘on time’.
