Rob 
was a wonderful form teacher, a                                     
talented and dedicated English teacher 
and a life affirming colleague to work 
with. As our Sixth Form flourished, Rob 

took on the leadership of the English Literature course. Just last week, 
Rob gave a presentation to senior staff on the Sixth Form magazine; he 
was animated, passionate, well planned and his presentation impressed us 
all.   

Tributes to Rob have flooded in this week from those whose lives he                              
enriched in the past; ex-colleagues, parents and students have all been in 
touch.
