3. The Academy Trust's registered office is to be situated in England and Wales.

OBJECTS

4, The Academy Trust's object (“the Object’} is spscifically restricted to the following: to

advanes for the public benefit education in the Diccese of Manchester in particutar
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but without prejudice to the generality of the foregoing by establishing, maintaining,
carrying an, managing and developing a school with a designated Church of England
religious character offering @ broad and bkalanced curdculum  conducted in
accorgance with the principles, practices and tenets of the Church of England baoth
generally and in particular in relation to arranging for religious education and daily
acls of worship {as required by the Funding Agreement), and in having regard to the
advice of the Dipcesan Beard of Education{"the Academy™.

In furtherance of the Object but not further or otherwise the Academy Trust may
gxercise the following powers:-

{a) to draw, make, accept, endorse, discount, execute and issue promissory notes,
bills, cheques and other instruments, and to operate bank accounts in the name of
the Academy Trust;

(k) to raise funds and te invite and receive contributions provided that in raising funds
the Academy Trust shall not undertake any substantial permanent trading
activities and shall conform to any relevant statutory regulafions;

(e} (subject to such further consents as may be reguired by law or as may be
required from the Trustees as landlord/licensor where this is the case) to acquire,

alter, improve and charge or otherwise dispose of proparty;

{d} subject to Article B below to employ such staff, as are necessary for the proper
pursuit of the Object (including the maintenance of an effective Church of England
ethos} and to make all reasonable and necessary provision for the payments of
pensions and superannuation to staff and their dependants;

{e) to establish or support, whether financially or otherwizse, any charitable trusts,
associations or institutions formed for ali or any of the Object;

{(f) to co-operate with other charities, pther independent and maintained schools,
voluntary bodies and statutory authorities operating in furtherance of the Gbject
and to exchange information and advice with them;

gy to pay out of funds of the Academy Trust the costs, charges and expenses of and
incidental to the formatian and registration of the Academy Trust;

th) to establish, maintain, carry on, manage and develap the Academy at Cambridge
Street Hulme Manchester



(i) to offer scholarships, exhibitions, prizes and awards to pupils and former pupils,
and otherwiss to encourage and assist pupils and former pupils;

{j} to provide educational facilities and services to students of all ages and the wider
cormmunify for the public benefit;

{k) to carry out research into the davelopment and application of new fechniques in
sducation in particular in relation to the areas of curricular specialisation of the
Academy and to its approach to curriculum development and delivery and 0
publish the results of such research, and to develop means of benefiting from
application of the experience of industry, commerce, other schools and the
voluntary sector to the education of pupils in academies,

{ly subject to such consents as may be required from the Trustees or otherwise
required by law andfor by any contract entered inte by or on behalf of the
Academy Trust to borrow and raise money for the furtharance of the Object in
such manner and on such security as the Academy Trust may think fit;

{m} to deposit ar invest any funds of the Academy Trust not immediately required for
the furtherance of its Object{but to invest only after obtaining such advice from a
financial expert as the Governors consider necessary and having regard to the
auitability of invastments and the need for diversification};

(n}to delegate the management of investments to a financial expart, but only on

terms that:

(i) the investment policy is set down in writing for the financial
expert by the Gavernars;

(il every transaction is reported promptly to the Governors,
tha performance of the investments is reviewad regularly with
the Governors;

{iiy  the Govemors are entitled to cancel the delegation
artangement at any time;

(iv)  the investrent policy and the delagation arrangsment are
reviewed at least once a year,

(vi  all payments dug o the financial expert are on a scale orat a

The Ihcome and property of the Academy Trust shall be applied solely towards the
promaoticn of the Object.

None of the income or property of the Academy Trust may be paid or transferred
directly or indirectly by way of dividend bonus or otherwise by way of profit to any
membker of the Academy Trust. Nonetheless a Member of the Academy Trust whao I8
not also a Governor may:

a) benefit as a bensficiary of the Academy Trust;

o) ke paid reasonable and proper remuneration for any goods or services
supplied to the Academy Trust;

o} be paid rent for premises let by the Member of the Academy Trust if the

A Governar may benefit from any indemnity insurance purchased at the Academy
Trust's expense to cover the liability of the Governors which by virtue af any rule of
law would otherwise attach to them in respect of any negligence, default or breach of
trust or breach of duty of which they may be guilty in relation to the Academy Trust:
Provided that any such insurance shali not extend to any claim arising from any act
or amission which the Governors knew to be a breach of trust or breach of duty or
which was committed by the Governors in reckless distegard to whether it was a
breach of trust of breach of duty or not and provided also that any such insurance
shall not extend to the costs of any unsuccessful defence to a criminal prosecution
brought against the Governors in their capacity as directors of the Acaderny Trust.

A company, which has shares listed on a recagnised stock sxchange and of which
any one Governor holds ho more than 1% of the iesued capital of that company, may
receive fees, remuneration or ather benefit in money or mongy's worth from the

Acadermy Trust.

A Governar may at the discretion of the Governors be reimbursed from the property
of the Academy Trust for reasonable expenses propatly incurrad by him or her whean
acting on behalf of the Academy Trust, but excluding expenses in connection with

forgign travel.

No Governor may:

{a) buy any goods of services from the Academy Trust;

(k) sell goods, services, or any interest in land to the Academy Trust;

(5} be employad by or recsive any remuneration from the Acadeny Trust
(other than the Principal and any Staff Governor whaose employment
andfof remuneration is subjsct to the procedure and conditions in
Article 8.8)

{c) receive any other financial bensfit from the Acadery Trust,

or to confer any henefit upan him or har that would be permitted under

(d)  save in relation to employing or contracting with the Principal {a Governor pursuant
to Articles 46 and 52) the other Governars are satisfied that it is in the interests of
the Agademy Trust to employ or to contract with that Governor rather thah with
someone who 15 not a Governor. In reaching that decision the Governors rust
balance the advantage of employing a Governor against the disadvantages of doing
so {especially the loss of the Governor's services as a result of dealing with the

The lability of the members of the Academy Trust is limited.

Every Member of the Academy Trust undertakes to contribute such amount as may
be required {hot exceeding £10) to the Academy Truet's assets if it should be wound
up while he or she is a Member or within one year after he or she ceases to be a
Member, for paymsant of the Academy Trust's debts and liabilities before he or she
ceases to be a Member, and of the cosis, charges and expensges of winding up, and
for the adjustment of the rights of the contributories among themselves.

If the Academy Trust iz woung up or dissolved and after all its debts and liabilities
{including any under section 483 of the Education Act 1996) have been satisfied
there remains any property it shall not be paid te or distributed among the Members
of the Academy Trust, but shall be given or transferred to some other charity or
charitios having objects similar to the QObject which prohibits the distribution of its or
their income and property ta an extent at least as great as is imposed on the
Academy Trust by Article G above, chosen by the Members of the Academy Trust at
or before the fime of dissolution and if that cannot be done then to somse other
charitable ohject.

Mo alteration or addition shall be made to or in the provisions of the Articles without
the written consent of the Secretary of State, the Trustees and the Diocesan Board of
Education

Mo alteration or addition shall be made to or in the provisions of the Aricles which
wolld have the effect (a) that the Academy Trust would cease to be & company to
which section 60 of the Companies Act 2008 applies; or {b) that the Academy Trust
would cease to be a charity or (c} that it might weaken the maintenance of an
effective Church of England ethos at the Academy.

3. MNotwithstanding the generality of paragraph 2 of this Annex, the
Academy Trust will take part in any mandatory Admissions Forum set up by
the local authority ("LA") in which they are situated and have regard to its
advice; and will parlicipate in the co-ordinated admission arrangements
operated by the LA and the local Fair Access Protocol,

4, Notwithstanding any provision in this Annex, the Secretary of State
may:

{a} direct the Academy Trust to admit a named pupil to Trinity Church
of England High School on application from an LA.

After service by the Academy Trust on the LA of any notice (further to
paragraph 7 above) stating that it does not agree with the LA's
praposal that the Academy be named, the Academy Trust must seek to
establish from the LA, as soon as is reasonably practicable, whather or
hot the LA agrees with the Academy Trust.
