“Students in Year 9 will soon be making important decisions about the 
subjects which they will continue to study in Years 10 and 11. 

In previous years, we have invited parents and students into school for an

All Key Stage 4 students will study a Core Curriculum of English Language, 
English Literature, Mathematics, RE and Combined Science (Biology, 
Chemistry and Physics for two GCSE grades).
